After ten years of steady use, the shower room needed some help.  The original bathtub/whirlpool leaked, tiles were cracked and stained.  It was dark and not a pleasant room where a resident might enjoy a bath or shower.
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We established a committee chaired by a staff member that included residents. The committee was responsible for selecting the tile, paint, accessories, and wall hangings.  The old cabinets were removed and were replaced with custom-made maple cabinets donated by a generous family.  The old tile was replaced and the walls painted.  New privacy curtains are made of fabric rather than vinyl and artwork on the walls seems much more like home. The new tub is smaller and fits against the wall rather than protruding out into the middle of the room.  It has a powered roll door providing easy access, a contoured seat, therapy options with fifteen jets for hydromassage and air spa, and an emergency release should a resident need to exit the tub quickly.  Enhanced lighting and mirrors lightened and brightened the room.  A pedestal sink made the room look more like home as well.

The residents are very pleased with the outcome and with the selections they made.
